At the Faculty of Health Sciences, you will be
able to learn up-to-date, modern, evidence-based
knowledge of health sciences in nursing, dietetics,
physiotherapy, or midwifery BSc programmes. The
Advanced Practice Registered Nurse (APRN) pro-
gramme - popular and successful throughout the US
or the UK - is available from September 2019. Cre-
ating a new dimension of nursing, this programme
equips you with high-level competencies, much like
physicians, and you are able to choose from five
specializations (anaesthetics, emergency
care, gerontology, intensive care, and
primary care) in which to deepen
your knowledge.

From 2021 Clinical Laboratory Science and from
2022 Physiotheraphy Master programs are also
available.

In accordance with the European Community Law
we offer two degrees (nursing, midwifery), which are
automatically accepted when applying for a job with-
in the European Union without any necessary licens-
ing procedure.

We have a significant amount of international connec-
tions concerning many of the offered programmes so
our students have an opportunity to complete part of
their studies in one of our partner universities.

The city of culture

Pécs is Hungary’s fifth most populated cities with
around 150000 citizens. The chief town of Baran-
ya county, which lies at the foot of the Mecsek hills
in Southern Transdanubia, with a Mediterranean
atmosphere, where the spring is full of flowers, the
summer is warm, the autumn is pleasant, and the
winter is mild.

The history of the city starts 2000 years back in time.
The ancient Roman city, Sopianae, is still used in the
names of many institutes or products. In the Middle
Ages, the city was under Turkish control for over 150
years, so today there is more heritage from those
ages than in any other Hungarian city. Even today;, in
the main square, stands an Islamic Mosque, which
is one of the main symbols of Pécs.

The early Christian burial site from the 4th century
Roman city, Sopianae, has been on the World Herit-
age list since 2000 and with universal historical val-
ue, so it is one of the highly important cultural herit-
age sites for the history of humanity.

The city’s narrow streets running up the hills and
the tiny squares create a peculiar atmosphere. The
downtown area is filled with restaurants where you
can sit comfortably on the terrace and enjoy the
buzzing life of the city. Another remarkable attraction
is the huge cathedral with four towers and the beau-
tiful square in front of it, the remains of the city wall
and bastion with restaurants scattered all around
the space.

Pécs has one of Hungary’s greatest University cen-
tres. The first university was founded in the 14th
century. The current university has more

than 20000 students who make sure

that the city is throbbing with life.

Within this thriving city are

the university facul-

ties located.

Pécs is also known for its prestig-
ious museums, galleries, festivals and
other cultural events. The National Theatre of
Pécs, the Kodaly Centre — resident orchestra: the

Pannon Philharmonic orchestra -, the Zsolnay Quarter
and the nationwide known ballet company offers interesting
programmes, not to mention the Pécs Days, the Zsolnay Light Festi-

val, The Pécs National Theatre Convention, the Pécs City Carnival or the
European Winesong Festival.
The region has several sites, attracting tourists: the Mecsek-hills, the Mecsek-Siklés-

Villany wine region, the spa in Harkany, the charming old villages of Baranya and the
many historical castles in Szigetvar, Siklés, Pécsvarad etc.




Pécs is a very
friendly and liveable
city. Due to the relatively
small distances and the exten-
sive network of public transportation,
the different spots can be reached easily
and safely. Many taxi companies offer services
that are available on a reasonable price level, during
day and night. Having experienced the growing number
of bike users recently, the city leaders decided to build
new bike lanes where bikers can ride safely across the
city. Now the students can pedal from the main dormi-
tories to the Faculties on the brand new bike lanes.

Pécs is a real university city that has been an educa-
tional centre for centuries.

The town is 2000 years old full of historical spots
and beautiful places, and the 20,000 students
who live here, find it a pleasant and very conven-
ient place to live in. The high level of education
characterises the population. The number of peo-
ple speaking foreign languages in Pécs is double
the national average. The more than 5000 inter-
national students studying in Pécs are turning the
city a truly multicultural place.

The town is deeply committed to developing its
international relations, as proved by the num-
ber of its twin cities (Lahti, Osijek, Cluj-Napoca,
Arad, Fellbach, Graz, Lyon, Terracina, Novi Sad,
Kitahya, Seattle, Tucson, Shiraz, Istanbul - Be-
yoglu). These relationships enhance participation
in international projects and help in the coordina-
tion of economic development projects. With the
honorary consulates of Austria, Croatia, Finland,
Germany and ltaly located here, the town is con-
sidered to be a sub-centre for diplomacy as well.

Accommodation

Further to accommodation in Pécs, incoming stu-
dents have two basic options. They may stay in a
dormitory or seek for alternative accommodation.
The University of Pécs offers 4 dormitories for in-
ternational students. They are located in quiet,
residential areas of the city. The Faculties of the
University as well as the city centre are easily ac-
cessible from the dormitories. Most of the dormito-
ries have recently been renovated. The rooms are
nicely furnished and contain bathrooms. Bedclothes
are supplied. Rooms are offered on a reasonable
price level: approximately 180-240 EUR per month.

Rented accommodation

For incoming students who require superior qua-
lity accommodation, rented flats are an alternative.
Renting a flat can provide students with the peace,
comfort and privacy they require.

Student Housing offers a free apartment-finding
service for students. They have the largest data-
base of apartments for rent in Pécs from approx.

Nursing and Patient Care

In modern health care, due to the application of ad-
vanced technologies and the general shortage of
physicians the importance of nursing roles has in-
creased. If you want to have a secure job in the EU
and would like to care for patients, cure illnesses or
are attracted to a comfortable clinical environment,
where you can be leader of departments/clinics/
hospitals then nursing is for you!

Nurses are in a shortage so there will be no prob-
lems with finding working opportunities. It is not
common to be unemployed if you hold a degree
in nursing and considering the health care profes-
sions the amount of the possible income is fairly
high. As a nurse (head of department, director), you
can settle at any areas of the health care system.
The Bachelor of Nursing degree is automatically
accepted in the countries of the European Union
based on the Community Law of the EU (2005/31).

Minimum application requirements:

This Bachelor programme has its own Master’s
programme of 2 years which will entitle you to
settle in one of the following Advanced Practice
Registered Nurse (APRN) specializations: an-
aesthetics, emergency care, gerontology, inten-
sive care and primary care.

This profession requires grave responsibil-
ity and deep knowledge of health and natu-
ral-medical sciences from the professionals.
During the training students get to know the
body’s normal anatomical and pathologi-
cal functions, the causes and symptoms of
illnesses and the possible treatments and
preventions. On the demonstrational exercis-
es the students will be able to practice the med-
ical procedures on lifelike instruments (e.g. blood
sampling, infusion therapy, patient examination,
punctuation).

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CODE OF CONDUCT

The international programs of the Faculty of Health Sciences at the University of Pécs attract an increasing
number of students from diverse cultural backgrounds. In addition to adhering to the university’s regulations,
it is essential to respect cultural diversity to ensure harmonious coexistence. This code of conduct serves this

purpose.

GENERAL BEHAVIORAL REQUIREMENTS

1. Students must behave courteously and show
respect toward their instructors, university
staff, and fellow students, regardless of na-
tionality, residence, gender, national or ethnic
background, skin color, religious beliefs, sexu-
al orientation, native language, etc.

2. Students must respect the office hours of in-
structors and other university staff. They must
arrive on time for appointments.

3. If an instructor or university staff member
requests that a student leave the office or
classroom, the student must comply.

4. Students must follow the instructions of
their instructors.

5. There is no mandatory dress code; however,
students should always dress appropriately for
the occasion and in a manner that does not
offend public decency.

CLASSES AND EXAMS

1. Students must arrive on time for classes.
Instructors have the right to deny entry after
a 10-minute delay unless justified (e.g., public
transport disruptions, university administrative
issues).

2. Students may only leave the classroom during

. The use of phones, earphones, headpho-

a lesson in case of an emergency. If a student
needs to leave, they must notify the instruc-
tor politely. If they leave, they must return as
soon as possible.

Students must respect the process and ti-
ming of test reviews. A maximum of one stu-
dent may be present in the instructor’s office
at a time, and the review should not exceed 10
minutes. After 10 minutes, the instructor has the
right to refuse further questions and request the
student to leave.

Students must acknowledge that it is prohi-
bited to take notes on exam questions during
test reviews.

COMMUNICATION

. The accepted greetings, depending on the time

of day, are: “Good morning,” “Good after-
noon,” or “Good evening.”

Students may ask questions to their instructors
at any time. However, grades are not a matter of
negotiation.

. Students must adhere to the formal email eti-

quette when communicating with instructors and
university staff (proper greeting, body with full
sentences and relevant information, signature
with name and Neptun code — see Appendix 1).

PERSONAL AND MATERIAL SECURITY

. Students must acknowledge that engaging in

any activity that endangers the physical safe-

ty of another student, staff member, or cam-

pus community member is strictly prohibit-

ed. If they witness such an incident, they are

obliged to report it to the university, primarily

to their instructor, either via email or in
person.

2. Students must adhere
to the rules of peaceful
coexistence. Any
behaviour violat-
ing these rules,
such as ob-
scene behav-
iour, speech,
or profanity, is
prohibited.
3. Physical vio-
lence or threats
thereof, includ-

ing but not limited to bodily harm and
sexual harassment, are strictly prohibited
and will have legal consequences.

. The university expects all students to

recognize and respect gender equality in
accordance with the applicable Hungari-
an laws. (As stated in the Fundamental Law
of Hungary, men and women are completely
equal in all respects. This must be observed
by all, regardless of differing cultural cus-
toms, in relation to both instructors and fellow
students.)

Students must acknowledge that entering,
remaining in, or using closed and private
premises without permission is prohibited.

The Faculty of Health Sciences does not
tolerate misuse of equipment or facilities.
Students must use these properly and
may be required to pay compensation for
any damages caused.

. In the event of a violation of the present

code of conduct. the university may ini-
tiate disciplinary proceedings. the details
of which are requlated by the University
Disciplinary Regulations.

Elements of a Formal Email:
* Email address and subject line
* Greeting

* Introduction, clear explanation of the in-
quiry/request
* Closing

Email Address and Subject Line

Students should create a professional email
address. Addresses such as fairyprincess4@
example.org are suitable for personal com-
munication but not for contacting instructors,
as emails from such addresses may be ig-
nored or deleted. The subject line is a crucial
element, as emails without one may not be
opened.

Greeting

Always address the recipient appropriately. If
the recipient has an academic title, include it
in the greeting, for example:

* Dear Dr. Orsolya Maté,
* Dear Professor,

» Dear Instructor,

* Dear Administrator,

Do not begin an email with
“Good morning” or “Hi/
Hello,” as this is
considered im-

polite in a formal setting. If unsure about the re-
cipient’s gender, use Dear Sir/Madam to avoid
incorrect addressing. The best approach is to
use the full name of the recipient: Dear [Full
Name].

Introduction and Explanation
of Inquiry/Request

An introduction is especially important when
emailing someone unfamiliar. State your name
and the purpose of your email:

“‘My name is XY (Neptun Code), and | am a first-
year Physiotherapy student in the Nursing and
Patient Care program. | would like to inquire
about [briefly explain your inquiry].”

Once the recipient knows who
you are, you may detail your
request or question.

Closing

Before signing off, it is polite to thank the recipi-
ent in advance for their response, such as:
»1hank you in advance for your response.”

Do not forget to sign the email!
