Accommodation
Incoming study abroad students are offered a placement in dormitories where they 
live in a multicultural environment with other international and Hungarian students. 
The dormitories have recently been refurbished and meet all the requirements of 
students. Rent is approximately 180 USD/month. 

Affordable Study Abroad Experience
The tuition fees for the study abroad programs are either program-based with a 
fixed fee, or credit-based, depending on the chosen area of study. Students from 
partner universities can benefit from a reduced tuition fee. The tuition fees for each 
of the study areas are as follows:
