Semester Activation
& Enrolment

Where?
At your faculty’s registrar’s office (or online, through the Neptune system – please, refer to the information 
you receive from your registrar’s office). 

Take the following documents with you to activate your student status at the University of Pécs:
• Passport (if you have double citizenship please, only register the one you have applied with for the scholarship)

• Letter of Admission
• Letter of Award
• Printed and signed enrolment form (matriculation sheet) downloaded from Neptun (with the barcode). 
• Original high school diploma OR BA/BSc degree OR MA/MSC degree – depending on your study 

programme’s requirement
Further information will be provided by your faculty’s international coordinator and the registrar’s office.

Why?
Without an active student status you will not be able to start your studies in Pécs.
You will need to request 4 copies of STUDENT STATUS CERTIFICATE from your study programme’s 
Registrar’s Office for:
1. Residence permit – at the Immigration Office 
2. Medical Insurance card (TAJ card) – at the Central Registrar’s Office
3. Student Card – at the Government Office
4. Hungarian bank account – at any bank’s branch office in Hungary



1. If you have previously applied for a student visa, you must pick up your residence permit at the 
Central registrar’s Office (CRO) within 30 days after their arrival to Hungary. You will receive an 
e-mail notification when your residence permit has arrived. If you have not received any 
notification about your residence permit within 20 days after your arrival to Hungary, please 
contact infokti@pte.hu.

2. If you have travelled to Hungary without a visa you can either apply online here OR book an 
appointment at the regional Immigrations Office here (you need to register first) within 30 days 
after your arrival. (Address: Csend utca 3., Pécs 7623, Opening hours: Monday: 8:00-17:30, 
Tuesday: 8:00-16:00, Wednesday: 7:30-12:00, Thursday: 8:00-16:00, Friday: CLOSED)

3. In case your residence permit expires you must initiate the extension online through the Enter 
Hungary platform at latest 30 days before the expiration date!

One week after picking up your residence permit from the CRO your will receive an e-mail 
containing a QR code from the Immigrations Office, this will be your electronic address card. Please, 
keep this with you on your mobile phone along with your residence permit.

Please note that it is your legal obligation to update your contact information (including your 
address, phone number, e-mail address) on enterhungary.gov.hu, while living in Hungary! 

Attention! ’enterhungary.hu’ and ’enterhungary.com’ domains are non-official agency websites, 
where they charge you for their services! The official website ends with ’gov.hu’.

Application for Medical Insurance
Please, log in to your Neptun account and click on the ’Administration’ tab, then 
click on ‘Requests’ where you can find the form under 
the name ’PTE-Request form for the social security (TAJ) card’. 

When submitting an application you must upload the following documents:
1. passport – the page of your photo and the validity period
2. both sides of your accommodation confirmation scanned
3. both sides of your residence permit scanned

Important notification: 
Before the final submission of your application please, make sure that your personal data on your documents 
matches exactly your data in Neptun (if your data is different in Neptun, please visit your Registrar’s Office at 
your faculty and ask them to update your personal data in Neptun)!

After submitting your application, your request will be checked by an administrator. If they find any errors, your 
application will be sent back to you for correction. If your application is correct, it will be forwarded to the 
Central Registar’s Office (CRO). Once your application is accepted, an automatic message will be sent to you 
from the CRO with further instructions regarding the process.

As soon as your card is shipped to the CRO, you will be notified again. It takes approximately 3-4 weeks to issue 
your ’TAJ’ card. 
The above process applies both to the application for a new TAJ card and to the extension of an expired TAJ 
card.

Your Monthly Allowances

As a scholarship holder, you are entitled to receive the following benefits:
• monthly pocket money (HUF 43.700 for BA/BSc and MA/MSc students, HUF 140.000 for

PhD students)
• Free dormitory placement
• OR Monthly housing support of HUF 40.000
• Hungarian National Medical Insurance (TAJ card)

Because of the delay in the first payment of your monthly benefits we recommend that

you prepare additional funds to cover your expenses, and buy a travel insurance for at

least the first two months of your stay!

Important notification: Many students forget to fill out the online attendance form at the

beginning of the semesters which further delays the payment of their scholarship!

How to receive your
monthly allowances?

You will only receive your scholarship if ALL of the criteria below are met:

✓ You have enrolled and activated your semester by 19 September, 2023

✓ You  have received your residence permit from the Immigration Office.

✓ You habitually live in Hungary.

✓ You have signed your scholarship agreement before 20 September, 2023
(will be sent to your e-mail address in due time).

✓ You have opened a Hungarian bank account and also filled in the account number in 
Neptun before 20 September, 2023.

✓ Your letter of award is valid (issued by Tempus Public Foundation).

✓ You sign up, attend classes and pass the final examination of the obligatory Hungarian 
language courses in your first two semesters.



… and how you can lose the 
scholarship:

You will lose your scholarship in any of the following cases:

X You fail to enrol and activate your semester. 

X You have not acquired at least 36 credits in any last two active semesters (checked in every July).
(except: PhD, partial studies and Hungarian preparatory programmes).

X You fail to attend the obligatory Hungarian language courses during your first academic year 
(not obligatory for PhD, partial studies and full-time Hungarian-taught programmes).

X You fail to sign your scholarship agreement with UP.

X You are not living habitually in Hungary (i.e. leaving Hungary for more than 10 days without permission from 
the University).

X Your letter of award expires and you fail to request and receive an extension from Tempus Public Foundation 
before their deadline.

X Your student status is terminated by the University (please, refer to the Code of Studies and Examination).

Losing your scholarship holder status does not mean the losing of your student status. You may still remain a fee-
paying student of the university without the scholarship benefits.
