"TRAVELLING AMBASSADOR OF THE UP" GRANT PROGRAMME

CALL FOR APPLICATIONS 2026
The International Centre of the University of Pécs (UP) is launching a call for applications for the "Travelling Ambassador of the UP" grant programme for 2026.
The objective of the programme is: 

We are announcing a call for applications under the title "Travelling Ambassador" to support participation in international conferences, workshops, art, or sports events primarily held abroad. All full-time and part-time lecturers and researchers of the University of Pécs (UP), as well as doctoral students with active status, are eligible to apply. The programme aims to support the professional work and career advancement of the applicants while enhancing the international visibility and recognition of UP. Awardees of the programme will also undertake tasks related to representing the institution. Following prior preparation, the "Travelling Ambassador" will engage in discussions with representatives of the UP’s partner institution present or accessible at the respective conference, workshop, event, or programme or will perform specific tasks assigned by the UP International Centre at the university or city hosting the conference, workshop, event, or programme.
Details on the application:
· A lecturer/researcher/doctoral student can only be awarded a grant once per year.

· If a lecturer/researcher/doctoral student has already been awarded a grant in a given year, he/she may not submit a new application for that year. 

· In the evaluation of the applications, preference will be given to already existing, explicitly strategic partnerships.
· In the evaluation of the applications, preference may be given to applicants who have not received support before.
· Only one person from the same faculty/institute/doctoral school can be awarded a UP Travelling Ambassador grant to attend a given conference/workshop.

· If a lecturer/researcher/doctoral student has already been awarded a grant for participating in a particular conference/workshop/event in the "Travelling Ambassador of the UP" Grant Programme, no other lecturer/researcher can be awarded a grant for the same conference/workshop/event (for further information, please contact Eszter Sándorfi, internal extension: 12417, email: sandorfi.eszter@pte.hu)
Period: Applications may be submitted for participation in an international conference/event/programme taking place between 5 February 2026 and 15 December 2026 (The return date cannot be later than 15 December 2026).

Submission of the application: continuously throughout the year from the date of the call for applications.

Evaluation of applications: The applications are evaluated by the ad hoc Evaluation Committee assigned to the International Centre of the UP. The submission deadline is the last day of each month. The submitted applications will be reviewed within one week. The first evaluation will take place in early January 2026.
The application documents must include:

· application form (signed and scanned in .pdf format: and also in .doc format without signatures)

· professional description (title of the conference/workshop lecture/production, brief description, expected professional benefit of the conference/workshop/art event/sport event, detailed description of the intended use of the grant)

· professional curriculum vitae or its online availability

· letter of invitation to the conference/workshop/art event/sport event, in the case of a conference, confirmation of the presentation, in the case of an art and sport event, confirmation of participation!

The application documents must be submitted electronically. The preferred formats for submission are .doc, .pdf.

Applicants can request a grant up to:

· For European conference/art event/sport event: 250,000 HUF
· For a conference/art event/sport event outside Europe: 450,000 HUF
· For online conference/workshop registration fee: up to the amount of the registration fee.
· For an international conference organized in Hungary: up to the amount of the registration fee
The grant can only be used for material costs (travel, accommodation, conference registration fee). It cannot be granted for personal expenses or per diem. 

Note: Applications will be assessed within the limits of the available budget.
It is possible to apply simultaneously for support from the Pannónia Scholarship Program; however, in this case, under the “PTE Traveling Ambassador” Support Program, funding may only be requested for the payment of the conference registration fee.

Applications should be submitted by e-mail to the following address: utazonagykovet@pte.hu.
Utilisation and deadline for accounting: the Grant may only be used by the Awardee, in cooperation with the International Centre, through the Travel Unit of the Chancellery, through a public procurement procedure to cover the costs of airline tickets, international train tickets, international bus tickets, accommodation, conference registration fees and travel by private car. Previous bookings and reservations made through other channels cannot be deducted from the grant!

In accordance with the Mission Rules of the UP, the Awardee is required to prepare a professional report within 15 days of the trip and send it to utazonagykovet@pte.hu, as well as forward a copy to kikuldetes@pte.hu.
If the Awardee fails to fulfill their substantive obligations, they will be excluded from the pool of applicants for the following year.
In the event of the cancellation or change of date of the event, the Awardee must notify the International Centre in writing without delay.
